Community Reaions

1. Summary. Provide Community Relations Policy for the United States European
Command.

2. Applicability.

a This Directive applies to Headquarters, U.S. European Command, U.S. Defense
Department Agencies, USEUCOM components, and DOD activities operating in the
USEUCOM AOR.

b. Encompasses dl Community Relations programsin the AOR regardless of name,
program, or sponsorship including those activitiesin support of the U.S. State Department and
the United States Information Agency.

3. Internal Control Systems. This Directive containsinterna control provisonsand is
subject to the requirements of the internal management control program. For HQ USEUCOM
and subordinate joint activities, the gpplicable internd contral directiveis ED 50-8, Internal
Management Control Program.

This Directive supersedes ED 15-4, dated 8 Apr 1996
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6. Responsibilities.

a USCINCEUR ECPA isresponsible for:

(1) Implementing Department of Defense Public Affairs policy for Community
Rdations in the USEUCOM AOR.

(2) Coordinating and approving policy issues regarding Community Relations
programs to include monitoring:

(@ U.S. military participation in air shows, aerid demondrations, public
exhibitions, open houses, and U.S./host country officia ceremonies, observances, and other
public events.

(b) Component Command participation in and/or support of military musica and
ceremonid units' tours, open house program activities, orientation flights, ship embarkation
and military ingtdlation tours.

(¢) Programs involving more than one USEUCOM component, other DoD agency,
or hogt country.

b. Component Commanders will:

(2) Approve DoD participation in the events not specifically reserved under directives
to higher authority.

(2) Conduct community relations programs in accordance with the provisons of DaD,
Service and USEUCOM Directives.

(3) Include USEUCOM ECPA as information addressee on dl community relations
programsinvolving U.S. Embassies, USEUCOM SAO locations and non-U.S. military
related programs.

(4) Provide palicy direction and guidance for community relations programs
conducted by subordinate commands, consstent with the overdl policy guidance and
proceduresin DaoD, Service and USEUCOM Directive.

7. Policies and Procedures.

a Generd Policy. The U.S. European Command and component commands are
representatives of the U.S. Armed Forces and the United States of Americain the more than
90 countries. It isin the best interest of the United States, DoD and USEUCOM for dl
elements of the command to undertake Community Relations programs that support the
following objectives.
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(1) Promote U.S. and host country public awareness and understanding of
USEUCOM’s mission.

(2) Demonstrate USEUCOM 's presence and cooperation with host country
governments and publics through participation in official ceremonies and public events.

b. Guiddines.

(2) Programs should be properly funded on the basis of need as part of funds
appropriated by Congress.

(2) All public affairs expenditures, including those for Community Relaions, mugt fall
within Congressondly mandated limits.

(3) Primary Support to public events shoud be to those events of common public
interest and benefit. U.S. military participation in a public event where an admisson feeis
charged is not gppropriate without forma DoD/USEUCOM exception to policy.

(8) Exception: In keeping with customary performance practices in Europe,
community sponsors of musical and ceremonid units by U.S. Military Components may
charge aminima admission fee to defray only the costs of procuring the performance site (i.e.
auditorium, concert hall, thestre or community certer) and costs associated with advertisng
and promotion of the event. Any excess revenues beyond what will cover the reasonable costs
of sponsoring the event are to be donated to locd charities of community-wide interest or
benefit. When practical and/or appropriate, host-country military service aid societies should
be given priority.

(b) The event must not endorse, sdlectively benefit or favor any private individud,
specid interest group, business, religion, ideologica movement, commercia venture, politicd
candidate or organization.

(4) Requesters of military resources must be informed that, should a military need for
the military resource arise subsequent to approva of their request, the military requirement
will have priority.

(5) For any proposed benefit or fund raising events involving military resources of
U.S. Military Components, the appropriate U.S. Embassy must forward the request, using DD
Form 2536 Request for Armed Forces Participation in Public Events (Non-Aviation) or DD
Form 2535 Request for Military Aerid Support, with its endorsement and/or recommendation
to HQ USEUCOM ECPA for approval. If approved, HQ USEUCOM ECPA will request
support by appropriate U.S. Components, if available and if resources permit. Support to
fund-raising events and programs is confined to:

(a) Campaigns authorized by DoD.
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(b) Programs the U.S. President or the Chairman of the Civil Service commission
authorize.

(¢) Fund-raisng activities supporting U.S. or host country military service ad
Societies.

(d) Community-wide interest and benefit host country community fund-raisng
activities, endorsed by the appropriate U.S. Embassy as being in the best interest of U.S. host
country relations; and approved by USEUCOM.

(6) Participation by U.S. government, DoD or USEUCOM representatives at an event
must not directly or indirectly endorse, favor, or selectively benefit any private or public
individua, group, or venture or give the gppearance of doing so. Support may not be
approved for businesses (whether profit or non-profit) religious or sectarian movements and
organizations, ideological movements, fraterna organizations, political organizations,
campaigns, or testimoniad events.

(7) Community Relations activities must not support events sponsored by
organizations whose condtitution, by-laws, membership qudification, or rituas are privatey
held and not available to the generd public. All events mugt take into consderation host
nation sengtivities

(8) Community Relations activities should not result in monetary profit or gratuitiesto
USEUCOM and/or other DoD personnd or organizations

(9) Aerid Demondirations.

(a All aerid eventsinvolving USEUCOM or other DoD component and Foreign
Armed Forces will be coordinated with host nations and by USEUCOM (ECPA) through
appropriate U.S. Embassy channels.

(b) All pertinent safety regulations of the Department of Defense, USEUCOM
components, Military Departments, and host country governments will be observed and take
precedence over dl other consderatiors.

(c) Aerid demongrations and activities by aircraft assigned to operationa units
will only be gpproved for the following occasons:

(1) Civic-sponsored public observances on such occasions as Armed Forces
Day, Memoria Day, Independence Day, Veterans Day, and POW/MIA Observance Day, or
corresponding host country observances.

(2) Events, which by themselves serve to demondtrate the advancement of
aviation or promote public understanding of the USEUCOM mission.
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(3) Memorid or funerd servicesfor dignitaries of U.S. or host country Armed
Forces and federd/national government and for rated/designated aviation personnd of the
U.S. or host country Armed Forces.

(4) Other officid or public ceremonies when approved by Component
Commander.

(d) During hours U.S. arcraft are on display or providing demongtrations,
qudified USEUCOM/other DoD component personnel will be available to explain missons
and answer questions.

(e) Forward requests to Component Command with informationa copy to
USEUCOM ECPA and ECJ33 not later than 120 days, prior to month in which the event
takes place. Requests received insde 120 days may not be processed in time to provide
support requested. Forward al requests by message or mail.

(f) Component Command addresses (see Appendix A)
(10) Musical and Ceremoniad Unit Requests.

(&) USEUCOM/other DoD resources or personnd supporting civilian sponsored
activities may not be used when support competes with resources and services readily
available in the public domain.

(2) U.S. military music supporting civilian sponsored eventsis limited to
patriotic or military music. Exceptions, specificaly authorized by U.S. Embassy or
Component Commander, include band concerts, tours, or officia U.S. and/or host country
government or civic events.

(2) USEUCOM miilitary bands will not provide background, dinner, dance, or
other socid music for public programs held away from a military indalation unless
authorized by Component Commander.

(3) Address requedts for Officid military musicd and ceremonia support on
DD Form 2536, Request for Armed Forces Participation in Public Events (Non-Aviation),
directly to Component Commands. If request form is not available, requests must include at a
minimum: event and requestor description, location, dates, times, description of expenses
covered and event POC.

(4) Community Relations activities must meet DoD, Service and this
directive's requirements to quaify for support.

(5) In mogt cases, sponsors are expected to bear the expense of travel, lodging
and food.
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(6) Band addresses (see Appendix B)

(12) Send requests for exceptions through command channels, to the Director of

Public Affairs, Headquarters, U.S. European Command (ECPA), Unit 30400, APO AE
09131. Exception requests shdl contain as a minmum:

() Description of the program, to include dates, times, locations, event
descriptions and details about the requestor.

(b) Identification of the policy in question.
(c) Brief narrative, cost/benefit analysis of providing the desired support.
(d) Recommendations.
¢. Fina Endorsement. After host government coordination, the Embassy must endorse the
request back to Component for fina approva. The endorsement must confirm the proposed
U.S. and/or Foreign Armed Forces agrid demonstration was coordinated with and approved

by host country's government.
